Ladder Information
Because the Ladder Chair, Claudette Fowler, will be out of town, please call Marty Holmes with your ladder challenges between August 1 and August 15.

Please also note in the ladder information from Claudette that she is holding a “drop in” challenge day on Saturday, August 29, at 8:00.  She plans to reserve four courts for the event.  So…Saturday ladies in particular this is an opportunity to practice some singles and also get your ladder challenge in!  People wanting to join the ladder are also welcome to come that day.

The Board has approved the following guidelines using ratings rather than the ladder for team priority for the Fall  2009 Interclub Season:

 July 2009

Guidelines to form teams for the SATA leagues.

1. Players will contact the appropriate FORC league coordinator to sign up for interclub before the cut-off date announced in the newsletter.  The coordinator will keep the players within the ranking of the requested league, and will arrange them in order of their SATA ratings using the long form of the rating.  

2. The coordinator will attempt to field another team at the same or lower league level, if additional people are seeking to play regularly.
3. If a player misses the cut-off date but contacts the coordinator before the teams

are submitted, the player has the option of being a sub.  

4.  Priority for team membership will be based on the SATA rating.  Only regular players will be listed on the SATA Roster.  Subs will be added as needed, in order of their SATA ratings, to allow other teams to share the same subs. 

5. The Regular Doubles team will consist of the 6 highest-rated players who fit into the rating for each particular team.  The Regular Saturday team will consist of the 4 highest- rated players.

6. If a player cannot commit to all matches less two, she/he has the option to sub or share a position with the person who is in line by SATA rating to take the next position on the team. The Coordinator will give a list of the subs, with their SATA rating, to each Captain.

7. Captains are NOT allowed to add members to their team unless all listed subs have been called and none is available.  For subsequent matches the added sub (who did not originally sign up for the team) may not be used unless all subs who signed up for the team are contacted and are unavailable. 

Coordinators shall be given a sign-up deadline at least one week before the SATA deadline, so that they can alert the committed players if they are short of regulars to fill a team.  This will give the signed-up players time to find others needed for a complete team.
