PRIORITY ON WOMEN’S TEAMS

The Board would like feedback from the club women on the method of establishing priority for regular team membership on either a Saturday Regular Interclub Team or on the Evening Rotational Doubles Teams fielded on Monday and Tuesday nights.

Currently, the priority is determined by the Singles Ladder.  The first six players on the ladder have priority to play on the 4.0 Monday Evening Rotational Team; the next six players have priority to play on the 3.5 Tuesday Evening Rotational Team.  Naturally, there are times when a top player may choose not play and then the coordinator drops down to the next eligible player. Other club members are eligible to play as substitutes being called in order of their ladder position or availability if not on the ladder. Playing on a rotational team does not ever affect your rating.  No ratings are generated by playing rotational doubles.
In the case of the Saturday team the top four players make up a team and the next four the second team with others serving as subs.  Singles and doubles ratings are generated by play on Saturday.

An alternate suggestion is to use the SATA Top Dog ratings to determine priority on the teams.  In the case of the Evening Rotational teams the Top Dog Doubles Rating would be used.  For the Saturday team/s the Top Dog Singles Rating would be used. These ratings come out twice a year once in January/February after Fall Interclub and the other in May/June after Spring Interclub.  TO SEE A CHANGE IN HER DOUBLES RATING (WHICH WOULD BE USED FOR THE ROTATIONAL DOUBLES WHERE NO RATING IS GENERATED), THE PLAYER WOULD HAVE TO PLAY TRADITIONAL DOUBLES, DAYTIME DOUBLES, SATURDAY DOUBLES, OVER 50+ DOUBLES OR MIXED DOUBLES WHERE RATINGS ARE GENERATED.

FAIR OAKS RACQUET CLUB SUPPORTS NEW COURTS AT BELLA VISTA H.S.
The Board voted to allocate funds  to purchase six nets for approximately $1200 for the six new courts scheduled to be completed at Bella Vista High School in November.  The old courts had to be removed to fix a sewer problem.  The new courts will be located to the left of the new track/football stadium and adjacent to the restrooms. 
JOINT USE PARTNERSHIP FOR USE OF THE NEW BELLA VISTA COURTS????

President Larry Leach has been attending meetings planning the new courts at Bella Vista.  He reports that Todd Sebastian of FORPD is interested in our club signing a joint use agreement with the Bella Vista Boosters’ Club, the Fair Oaks Recreation and Park District, and the Fair Oaks Racquet Club where the racquet club would have the use of the new courts when the students and tennis teams are not using them.  Probably, the courts would be unavailable late August to early June from 8:30 to 3:00 when school is in session(P.E.classes).  These courts will not be lighted unless $70,000 can be raised.  The available time for the racquet club would probably be weekends during daylight year around and evenings until dark the rest of the year (except when being used by the tennis teams).  The motivation is to relieve the pressure on Miller Park’s courts.  These plans are still in the discussion stage.
WANT TO PROMOTE TENNIS IN THE FUTURE????
The Fair Oaks Recreation and Part District has hired a company to hold public meetings and access the needs of the community for the next Ten Year Plan for the district.  There will be a series of meetings starting in July 2009.  Larry Leach states that we will need at least thirty people in attendance at each of these meetings to have an impact and push for the inclusion of courts in the new plan. 
 Last time these plans were made Mary Bolton and Kay Norling pushed successfully to include courts in the Phoenix Field plan.  Unfortunately, these plans were not carried out because of the difficulty of convincing neighbors to light the courts (a necessity in hot Sacramento).  Let’s carry their legacy forward by making a strong presence at these meetings.  Larry will email blast the membership about the dates.

Toni Anderson and Foster Pelton with the help of Social Chair Bonnie Kerfoot hosted the May Social on May 30th in the morning. The numbers are on a white background with black numbers.  This will be easier to match should the court colors ever change.
