Cdr. Jack Noel Stevens, age 87, of Palm Desert, Calif., passed away on October 4, 2009, in Palm Desert. He was born on January 3, 1922, to John and Gertrude Stevens in Los Angeles, Calif. He was a U.S. Naval Officer for 26 years. He served in the U.S. Naval Reserve from 1942 1968. He is survived by his spouse Leslie Stevens of Palm Desert, Calif.; daughters Sandra L. (Alex) Fakhreddine of Templeton, Calif., and Sally L. (Mitchell) Waldrop of Rainbow City, Ala.; sons Jack N. (Laurie) Stevens Jr. of La Quinta, Calif., and Jeff R.W. (Pattie) Stevens, Whittier, Calif; and ten grandchildren, Angie, Tony, Evan, Jason, Dana, Shannyn, Jacob, Annie, Maddie, and Lucas.
Cdr. Stevens was a 26-year veteran of the U.S. Navy. Born in Los Angeles, Calif., he enlisted in the Merchant Marine in 1942, receiving an appointment to the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy at Kings Point, but did not attend, due to his field commission as a Lt. JG in the U.S. Navy in 1943. He left active duty in 1946 as a Lieutenant, returning home to continue his pre-war studies at U.C. Davis, and received his B.S. degree in Horticulture at UCLA, where he met his future wife, Lolly. They married in Honolulu, Hawaii, in 1949. He returned to active duty with the Navy during the Korean War, and stayed on active duty until his retirement as a Commander in 1968.
Jack was an Eagle Scout, a member of the Alpha Gamma Rho fraternity, and a devout Episcopalian. He loved the sea, and enjoyed evening glasses of wine and games of Yahtzee with his devoted wife and true love of 60 years, Lolly. He is survived by his wife, his four children, and ten grandchildren. We will miss you, Dad!!!
